Friday 5th June 2026 
Our adventure begins this morning, as we fly with from Manchester to Antananarivo via Dubai. This is an overnight flight.  
 

Saturday 6th June 2026 
We arrive in Antananarivo this afternoon where we will be transferred to our first hotel, Palissandre Hotel & Spa. Antananarivo is 
Madagascarõs capital and largest city with an intriguing introduction to the country as a whole. While it is fair to say that the bulk of the 
nationõs beauty and appeal is found in the many forests, canyons, beaches and baobab that form the rest of the island, there is a certain 
charm to the ôCity of a Thousandõ Warriorsõ that make it worth a short stay. (D) 
 

Sunday 7th June 2026 
Today, we will be picked up from the hotel and transferred to Andasibe. Andasibe consists of two nature reserved; Andasibe and Mantadia. 
Both are part of the little remaining unspoilt rainforest in Madagascar and home to a variety of lemurs including the largest lemur - the 
indri. There are excellent opportunities for walking with a local guide and enjoying the peace and beauty of these reserves. Our hotel for 
next 3 nights is Vakona Forest Lodge. (B,D)  
 

Monday 8th June 2026 
This morning, we depart for a 4-hour walk in the beautiful Andasibe National Park, where we will have an opportunity to look for snakes, 
chameleons, numerous species of birds and, of course, lemurs. The most famous species in the park in the Indri. The first part of the forest 
walks here are along flat, leaf-covered trails occasionally crossing small rivers and streams on small log crossings. This afternoon, we visit 
the small private reserve belonging to Vakona Lodge, where a number of lemur species live on an island (known as ôLemur Islandõ). We will 
then take an afternoon walk in the Andasibe Reserve or enjoy rest of the afternoon at leisure. Before dinner, we drive to the Analamazaotra 
Reserve for a walk along the border reserve. Here you will be on the lookout for some of the resident nocturnal animals, including mouse 
lemurs, greater dwarf lemurs and eastern woolly lemurs. (B,L,D)  
 

Tuesday 9th June 2026 
An early start this morning for an up to 5-hour hike in the Maromizaha Reserve. Lemur species that can be spotted include the Indri and the 
diadem sifaka alongside an array of orchids, chameleons and bird species. A simple packed lunch is included today. (B,L,D)  
 

Wednesday 10th June 2026 
We make the journey back to Antananarivo, a journey of approximately 5 hours plus comforts will be made en-route. Once we arrive at 
Anarananrivo we will embark on a short afternoon tour of the Madagascan capital including the royal palace. We are back at the 
Palissandre Hotel & Spa for 1 night. (B,L,D) 
 

Thursday 11th June 2026 
We head south today to Antsirabe, via a brief stop in Antsahabe, a village typical for the Merina tribe. Once we arrive in Antsirabe we will 
take a short tour. Antisrabe (translating to ôthe place of much saltõ), is the third largest city in Madagascar. As a hill station founded in 1872 
by Norwegian missionary T G Rosaas, it originally served as a retreat centre due to its cool climate. Today the city has many gem and zebu 
horn workshops as well as craft shops selling miniature toys made from recycled materials. It is also well known for the huge number of 
ôPousse Pousseõ (rickshaws), which fill the streets - a legacy of the Chinese rail workers who began arriving in Madagascar in the lake 19th 
century. Our hotel tonight is the Couleur Café. (B,L,D) 
 

Friday 12th June 2026 
Today we drive south towards Ambositra, a journey of about 2 hours plus comfort stops. In Ambsoitra we have a short tour and an early lunch, there 
will be a chance to visit local markets and buy the regionõs famous woodcarvings. From Ambositra, we continue Ranomafana; driving time 
approximately 6 hours, we will be making stops along the way for bird spotting and photo opportunities of the increasingly spectacular scenery. Our 
home for the next 3 nights is the Hotel Thermal Ranomafana. (B,L,D)

Saturday 13th June 2026 
This morning, we walk through the forest of Ranomafana to spot birds and a variety of lemurs, including grey bamboo lemurs, golden bamboo lemurs 
and greater bamboo lemurs. The Ranomafana National Park is a key destination for viewing rare endemic species such as the golden bamboo lemur, 
which the park was specifically set up to protect. The park also contains 11 other lemur species that are virtually extinct and numerous reptiles and 
frogs. We return to the hotel for lunch. This afternoon, we take a walk through Tanala village to experience local life first hand. When the light fades, a 
nocturnal walk is planned in the vicinity of the park, approximately 30 minutes drive from the hotel. Species may be spotted, including mouse lemur, 
chameleons and frogs. Return to the hotel for dinner. (B,L,D) 
 

Sunday 14th June 2026 
Today we take another walk in a different section of the beautiful rainforest of the Ranomafana National Park. In the afternoon, we visit the 
Ranomafana Arboretum. This Arboretum is a small community run project which displays a selection of over 100 native species of tree. You will learn 
not just about the trees themselves, but the important role each type has played in the lives of the Malagasy people. This evening, we take a second 
short walk in search of any nocturnal species you may have previously missed. (B,L,D)  
 

Monday 15th June 2026 
The full day journey from Ranomafana National Park to Ranohira (on the edge of Isalo National Park) passes through the city of Fianarantsoa with its 
charming buildings, Ambalavao famed for its handicrafts and finally the diverse landscapes of savanna and plateau of the Ihorombe region near Ihosy. 
This is a full day trip with stops at the Antemoro Paper factory and the Anja Community Reserve in Ambalavao.  Our hotel for the next 3 nights is the 
Hotel le Relais de la Reine. (B,L,D) 
 

Tuesday 16th June 2026 
Early start to explore the eroded sandstone landscapes of Isalo National Park before the heat of the afternoon. Visit the natural swimming pool where 
there is a crystal-clear waterfall that tumbles into a deep-green pool. Continue to the Cascade des Nymphes, where you may spot ring-tailed lemurs 
and Verreauxõs sifakas. Birdlife that you may see includes Malagasy hoopoes, white-browed owls, Madagascar nightjars and long eared owls. Return 
the hotel for lunch. The rest of the day is at leisure. (B,L,D)  
 

Wednesday 17th June 2026 
Take a light morning walk in the national park to a popular viewpoint. Time permitting, it may be possible to visit the museum before lunch. The 
museum include information about the history of the park, the discovery of a dinosaur fossil and the musical instruments of the Bara Tribe. (There is 
currently no entry charge, though this is subject to change). Isalo National Park makes an ideal hiking destination, with its spectacular sandstone rocks 
bisected by deep canyons and sculpted into unusual shapes. The park contains sifaka, brown and ring-tailed lemurs. It is also sacred to the Bara tribe, 
which has used the caves in the canyon walls as burial sites for many years. (B,L,D)  
 

Thursday 18th June 2026 
We have a day of travelling today, we begin by travelling west to the Zombitse National Park, a journey of approximately 2.5 hours. Zaombitse is home 
to Appertõs tetrakas, one of the most endangered endemic birds in Madagascar. Take a guided tour in the forest. The region is also known for its large 
baobab trees and traditional family tombs. Transfer on to Tulear before continuing to Ifaty. Our hotel for 2 night is the Les Dunes dõIfaty.  (B,D) 
 

Friday 19th June 2026 
Enjoy a day at leisure. Ifaty is a quiet coastal fishing village just north of Tulear. It is known primarily for its long beach and for its offshore coral reef and 
snorkelling. Inland the terrain is parched and dry with several salt flats and spiny forest near to the village. The area is known for its interesting flora and 
fauna including baobab trees and a wide variety of bird species. (B,D) 
 

Saturday 20th June 2026  
Today we fly back to Antananarivo and will spend a night back at the Palissandre Hotel & Spa. (B,D)  
 

Sunday 21st June 2026  
Today we will transfer to the airport for our overnight flight back to the UK. (B) 
 

Monday 22nd June 2026 
We land back this morning into Manchester airport with memories of a fantastic tour.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION :

Accommodation       (please note: Hotels as listed, or will be alternatives of a similar standard)  
 
Palissandre Hotel & Spa  
This small, elegant hotel of only 46 rooms takes is name from the palissandre tree, wood from which has been used to furnish the property. 
The rooms are simple but stylishly furnished, featuring local handicrafts in order to give the property a uniquely Malagasy feel. Located on 
a hillside.  
 
Vakona Forest Lodge  
Vakona Forest Lodge is a relatively modern property built in a privately owned patch of forest between the Andasibe and Mantadia 
Reserves. The main dining room, reception and lounge are in an octagonal building suspended over a lake on a wooden platform. The 
accommodation is in individual or double cottages built into the hillside and overlooking either the lake and main buildings, or the 
swimming pool. The 28 rooms are spacious and furnished with twin beds. Some have attic rooms, accessed via a spiral staircase. All have 
en-suite with shower.  
 
Couleur Café  
Situated in Antsirabe, the Couleur Café is a charming property with 15 guestrooms located within its grounds. Each pavilion is tastefully 
decorated and equipped with a private bathroom. The property offers good local cuisine from a wide range of local produce.  
 
Hotel Thermal Ranomafana  
Located within lush green gardens on the edge of the Ranomafana National Park, the Thermal hotel is a restored building that offers all 
the amenities of a modern hotel, including a restaurant serving local dishes. 
 
Hotel le Relais de la Reine  
Located in the south-west of Madagascar and hidden among a 16-hectare oasis bordering the Isalo massif, Le Relais de la Reine is a quaint 
French farmhouse-style lodge. Thirty cool and airy rooms are dotted among the manicured gardens and rocky sandstone formations.  
 
Les Dunes dõIfaty  
With its charming boutique style and superb location next to the ocean and spiny forest, Les Dunes dõIfaty is a calming tropical retreat near 
the village of Ifaty. Built in a traditional style using local materials, the 19 villas and 22 rooms are set amid six hectares of tropical flora and 
indigenous plants. All rooms have a Creole-inspired design, are equipped with a range of amenities and have views of the Mozambique 
Channel or the well-kept gardens.  
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
