Wednesday 28th April 2027 - Amsterdam 

Another half day in this wonderful city. Perhaps explore the famous Canal Ring that is 
best explored by glass-topped boat, passing significant monuments and seeing the city 
from a different perspective. Another must see is the poignant Anne Frank House, 
where Anne and her family hid from the Germans during the Second World War. Mid 
afternoon we depart Amsterdam and cruise down the North Sea Canal to Rotterdam 
where we overnight. 

 

Thursday 29th April 2027 - Rotterdam 
Rotterdam is a major port in the Dutch province of South Holland. The Netherlands’ 
second largest city, Rotterdam has a diverse community, a captivating maritime history, 
and an abundance of excellent museums. When you arrive, you will find the city is 
an exhibition of futuristic architecture, an achievement even more remarkable 
considering Rotterdam was destroyed during World War II. Perhaps visit the Euromast 
Tower which is Rotterdam’s tallest observation structure, standing at 185 meters high.  
Here you could enjoy breathtaking 360-degree views of the city and the River Maas.  
For cheese lovers, you may wish to take an excursion (at own expense) to Gouda. Perhaps 
visit the Gouda Cheese experience, an interactive museum that brings the history and 
tradition of Dutch cheese-making to life. Here you can explore exhibits showing how 
Gouda cheese has been made for centuries, from traditional hand-pressing techniques 
to modern production methods. 

 

Friday 30th April 2027 - Sea day 
Perhaps relax by the pool or take part in one of the activities on-board, as we make our 
way to back to Newcastle.

We arrive back in to Newcastle and disembark the beautiful Bolette.
